Provincial Dances Theatre  is holding an online and offline citywide event in Yekaterinburg (Russia) on International Dance Day. Yekaterinburg is considered to be the main hub of contemporary dance in Russia, and The Provincial Dances Theatre is one of the most well-known Russian contemporary dance companies abroad, winner of multiple Russian dance awards, participant of international dance festivals.
Dance Day’s goal is to popularize contemporary dance and other contemporary art forms among city residents, while raising overall cultural level and providing opportunities to see the best examples of contemporary dance. 
In 2021 The Provincial Dances Theatre actualizes the architectural heritage of Yekaterinburg by projecting fragments of iconic performances of the teatre onto famous buildings of the city. The event is called "Shadow of Dance". "Shadow of Dance" will appear on 10 buildings – starting from the constructivism architectural masterpieces to the architecture of Soviet modernism and new buildings and modern hotels. 
The result of the event which exists simultaneously online and offline and can be seen from April 29 to May 30 as the "Shadow of the Dance" exhibition at the Ural branch of the State Museum of Fine Arts (NCCA Yekaterinburg). The exhibition will feature a series of specially created video works with projections of fragments of the performances of the Provincial Dances Theater. The videos also will appear at Provincial Dances Theater YouTube channel. 
In 2019 dance performances of various genres and styles took place in the most unexpected places in the city: libraries, office buildings, shopping malls, train stations, universities. For one day dance became a part of the city environment, with the typical landscapes, central avenues and recreation zones of Yekaterinburg acting like stages. In 2020 many creative projects in Russia were combined with the theme of the Year of Folk Art. Dance Day was not an exception. The most large-scale part of the online program was a “Dancing at home” flash mob.
